The time limit within which the Contractor must submit for approval by the Project Manager of the programme of implementation is 15 days from the signing of the contract;
Article 14
Contractor’s drawings

Within a maximum of 45 days from the signing of the contract, the Contractor must submit to the Contracting Authority for approval a sketch (drawing) of distribution (placement) of all the equipment, installation and components on the special vehicle.
Before applying them, the Contractor must submit to the Contracting Authority for approval a sketch (drawing) of the external inscriptions and their color
Article 15
Sufficiency of tender prices


15.1
The contractor must provide in the cost of the offer, including the expenses (transport, accommodation, subsistence, entrance fees, etc.) related to a maximum one travel of a maximum of 2 representatives of the Contracting Authority at the place of production of the special vehicles, for the pre-reception process of the first prototype. 

At the same time, the Contractor must provide in the cost of the offer, including his own expenses related to training the personnel of the Contracting Authority, at the place of delivery of the special vehicles, in accordance with the provisions of the Technical Specifications.

Quality of supplies

24.2
The Contractor shall inform the Contracting Authority as soon as the first prototype of the special vehicle, made in accordance with the technical specifications, is ready, and shall ensure the visit of the representatives of the contracting authority to the place of production of the special vehicles, for a preliminary technical acceptance.
Article 25
Inspection and testing

25.2
Minimum  a one visit of representatives of the Contracting Authority will be undertaken at the place of production of the special vehicles, for the pre-acceptance (testing) process of the first prototype.
Article 26
General principles for payments
26.1
Payments shall be made in euros. However, if the contractor (the seller) it is a nationality from the Republic of Moldova, the payments will be made in MDL (Moldovan lei), according to the exchange rate established by the National Bank of Moldova on the date of the transfer.
Payment will be made based on any admissible invoice is, within 30 days from the moment of signing and registered it by the Contracting Authority. No pre-financing is foreseen.
Payments shall be authorised and made by The State Treasury of the Republic of Moldova or by the corresponding Bank.

By derogation, the final payment to the Contractor of the amounts due shall be made within 90 days after receipt by the Contracting Authority of an invoice and of the application for the certificate of provisional acceptance.

Article 28
Delayed payments

28.2
By derogation from Article 28.2 of the General Conditions, once the deadline laid down in Article 26.3 has expired, the Contractor shall, upon demand, be entitled to late-payment interest at the rate and for the period mentioned in the General Conditions. The demand must be submitted within two months of receiving late payment.
